These funds are used
exclusively to pay for collection, transportation,
consolidation, and processing of Waste
electronics as well as research and consumer
education programs to encourage greater
electronic equipment reuse and recycling.

In some cases, Stewards absorb the fees they
pay to OES. In others, Stewards may choose
to reflect these costs at the point of purchase.
The fees are used exclusively to promote and
support the safe and responsible reuse and
recycling of electronic waste in the province.
None of the funds go to government.
